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Suggestions to make your GFTH Day Successful at your College

Pre-book all clients
Ensure all Instructors have their Seal to Self-Initiate
Encourage other Self-Initiated RDH to Volunteer at your location.
It is the Self-initiated RDH that will provide the 30 minutes of scaling.
Students are given the responsibility to collect all New Client Information(assessment),ensure all clients meet requirements for treatment, OHI, post care, sterilization, set-up and clean-up of each station.
One student can be given the responsibility to keep the flow of clients in and out of the treatment area.
One student can be assigned to the sterilization area to ensure all instruments and handpieces are being put back into proper rotation.
Start early. Put Posters out into your College and Community. You can place it on your website. Talk it up whenever and wherever possible.
Start your day at 8 am with a meeting to introduce everyone and to ensure everyone knows their tasking for the day.
Book clients from 9-3pm. Rotate RDH’s to ensure everyone gets a break and time to replenish their nutrients for the day.
3-4 pm is a time to thank everyone for their time. Share your experiences and return the clinic to its original status.
Most of all, HAVE FUN. Soak up all the Smiles you can. Take lots of photos and cherish every THANK YOU.
Remember you are sharing your passion for dental hygiene and optimal oral health and most of all your wealth of professional information and expertise.
