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Suggestions to make your GFTH day successful

1. Clients can either be pre-booked or you can have a first come-first serve approach.
(I prefer to know my schedule for the day and know how many volunteers   will need to help out at my location.)

Volunteers required for the day: 
1- to greet clients and give paper work to fill out (Medical History)
1- to review all documents and take Blood Pressure (ensure the client is eligible to receive treatment from a self-initiated dental hygienist)
1- to then provide treatment and write up chart notes
1- clean up treatment area and escort next client into treatment area

2. Every client is given 30 min scaling, post treatment information 
3. Every client leaves with Oral Hygiene products and information to help them to maintain their oral health
Most clinics are seeing clients from 9-3. 
If operating from one chair, having 3-4 volunteers (depending of your space) works well.
Book clients every 45 minutes. This will allow time for paper work and scaling. If you can designate other areas to do paperwork and OHI and leave your treatment area just for scaling you will find this more effective.
The most important part of your day is to have fun. Share your passion for your profession and wealth of information and expertise.
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
